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INTRODUCTION

Manifestations mean something. Some manifestations may point to
the activity of the demonic. Others may point to the activity of God.
It is vital for Christians to be able to discern between the two. On
the one hand, divine manifestations are to be recognised and em-
braced. They draw people to Jesus and build faith. On the other
hand demonic manifestations are also to be recognised so they
can be exposed and rejected. Regretfully, many Christians lack ex-
perience in discerning between the two. Some have learned to be
so suspicious of any manifestation that they immediately attribute it
to Satan, even if they are actually from God. When this happens,
they cannot benefit from the benefits of Godly manifestations that

God intended. It seems such peop

ability to outwit God, than 1in
known to His people.

We have produced this booklet to help people learn more about
this important topic. As with other booklets (Discerning a Move of
God), we have adopted a simple approach. We ask questions and
allow Scripture to answer them. The reader can make up his/her
own mind.

MANIFESTATION DEFINED

In this booklet we define manifestation to mean the observable re-
sponse of the human spirit, soul or body to the influence of the
power of God.

By this we suggest that when God chooses to direct His mighty
power towards people, He intends to change the course of events
they are experiencing. For example, when God directs His power
towards sick people, observers may witness various different visi-
ble responses to that power including fullness of healing.

Scripture tells us God impacts people and situations most often
through the activity of either angels, or the Holy Spirit, or both. It is
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helpful to note how God is working in each case. He could well be
working in exactly the same manner today.

A NECESSARY DEFAULT POSITION

Every Christian needs to have a deep personal biblical conviction

spiritual manifestations are of God or Satan. Jesus specifically ad-
dresses this sensitive matter in His discourse recorded from Mat-
thew 12:22. The reader listens in to an inflammatory accusation
against Jesus. Some people bring a demon-possessed man who is
both blind and mute to Jesus. Jesus heals him. The Pharisees ac-
cuse Jesus of operating in the realm of the demonic. They are em-
phatic that Jesus has an evil spirit and that it is the evil spirit that
has healed the blind and mute man.

Jesus confronts them in their
haps the most serious warning in recorded scripture. He tells them
they are bordering on a sin that God will not forgive. He makes it
clear that if people attribute miracles that the Holy Spirit is doing, to
Satan 1 they will not be forgiven.

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Unless the manifestations are - without doubt - of the flesh or un-
der the influence of the demonic, a good default position to have is
to cautiously suspend comment about a claimed manifestation of
God while examining the fruit that comes from it.
